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INFORMATION PACKET

The Moon Mountain Music Camp is a two-day educational gathering, focusing on many different areas of acoustic musicianship. The 2010 camp will mainly focus on the adult student (there will be no "kids classes,") but any age is welcome. Camp grounds are generously provided by the Hancock’s, who also offer the same grounds for the wonderful High and Dry Bluegrass Festival held every August.

Driving Directions:

Via Butler Market Road:
1. From Bend, go East on Butler Market Road to Powell Butte Highway.
2. Turn right on Powell Butte Highway to Nelson Road.
3. Turn left on Nelson Road for about 0.6 of a mile to Gibson Air Road.
4. Turn left on Gibson Air Road and follow the MMC Signs to Campgrounds.

Via Neff Road:
1. From Bend, go East on Neff Road to Powell Butte Highway.
2. Turn left on Powell Butte Highway to Nelson Road.
3. Turn right on Nelson Road for about 0.6 of a mile to Gibson Air Road.
4. Turn left on Gibson Air Road and follow the MMC Signs to Campgrounds.

Via Highway 20:
1. From Bend, go East on Highway 20 toward Burns to Powell Butte Highway.
2. Turn left on Powell Butte Highway to Nelson Road.
3. Turn right on Nelson Road for about 0.6 of a mile to Gibson Air Road.
4. Turn left on Gibson Air Road and follow the MMC Signs to Campgrounds.

CAMPING: ground-space for tent camping/RV’s is available for those holding a weekend pass.   Participants wishing to camp need to bring their own tents, bags, etc.  There are no plug-ins/hook-ups available.

A FEW GUIDELINES:  MMMC wishes for everyone involved to have an excellent experience at camp.  Therefore, we offer the following guidelines.

· All camp attendees under the age of 18 must be accompanied by an adult.

· MMMC is not responsible for weather related incidents, damage, etc.  MMMC is also not responsible for the security of your instruments or other belongings at camp.  Please take care to safe-guard your valuables.

· It is probably obvious, but MMMC does not allow weapons of any nature on camp grounds.  If you have brought a weapon to camp, please leave it locked in your vehicle at all times.

· MMMC is a place of tolerance, positive attitudes, and fun learning.  Please leave other attitudes at home.

FAQ’s 


Q: Will there be food available?
A: Not much. We are arranging for simple foods and refreshments to be on location throughout the weekend, but not real meals.  You may, of course, bring your own food / camp stoves / coolers, etc.

 
Q: Is alcohol permitted?
A: Yes, but there will be no alcohol vendors. Coolers OK. Please drink responsibly and please recycle!
Q: Is smoking permitted?
A: NO!,  Our land-hosts have asked that no one smoke on the grounds due to fire concerns.


Q: Can I bring my dog along?
A: Yes, there will be a camping area for pets with owners. Pets will not be allowed in concert/class areas and must be on a leash. Pet owners are responsible for picking up after their pets, Thank you!

Q: Should I bring my own lawn chair for seating?
A: Not a bad idea. We are arranging for seating, but your chair may be much more comfortable.  The weekend will involve a lot of sitting, so come prepared for comfort!


Q: Is there shade/rain shelter at the Runway Ranch?
A: Yes, in places. We will have shade/rain structures set-up for classes as much as possible. There may be some shade in some of the camping areas. Please plan to bring some portable shade and don’t forget your hats and sunscreen!
 
 Q: Will there be adequate evening lighting or should I bring a flashlight?
A: Even though we are gathering close to the longest day of the year, it will get dark eventually.  MMMC will do what it can to provide lighting in certain areas, however for additional safety measures a flashlight is highly recommended.
